COMMITTEE REPORTS  
No committee reports at this time. 
Mr. Rehm reported that we began our shut down one year ago this week. We did pretty well all things considered. We will be transitioning into Phase 3 beginning March 15, 2021. We will have art and music in person. Everyone is very excited about this. We have also started SAIL and STARS. NJSLA and Math Assessments will take place.
Mr. Rehm also stated the ESSR Funds are available. Island Heights is not a Title 1 School, we will receive 36,000, 25,000 and 45,000. Other districts receive so much more. Mr. Rehm also stated we will have an academic summer program. 
Mr. Frazee discussed the budget. This will be the first year that the taxes will include the $115k principal payment of the bond referendum. Central Regional will be down 1.5 cents and Island Heights will be up 2 cents because of the Debt Service.

WHEREAS, a Board of Education may establish, for regular district business travel only, an annual school year threshold of $1000.00 per staff member where prior Board approval shall not be required unless this annual threshold for a staff member is exceeded in a given school year (July 1 through June 30); and

WHEREAS, travel and related expenses not in compliance with N.J.A.C. 6A:23B-1.1 et seq., but deemed by the Board of Education to be necessary and unavoidable as noted on the approved Board of Education Out of District Travel and Reimbursement Forms; now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Board of Education approves all travel not in compliance with N.J.A.C. 6A:23B-1.1 et seq. as being necessary and unavoidable as noted on the approved Board of Education Out of District Travel and Reimbursement Forms; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of Education approves travel and related expense reimbursements in accordance with N.J.A.C. 6A:23B-1.2(b), to a maximum expenditure of $5,000.00 for all staff and board members.
