Curriculum Committee – The Curriculum Committee (Mr. Rehm, Mrs. Royer, Mrs. DeSanto, Dr. Smith, Mrs. Weber and Mr. Legendre  met to discuss the New Standards for Comprehensive Health & Physical Education Standards at 5:30 p.m. The committee decided that at the next  board meeting we would have a presentation on this new curriculum.
Mrs. Royer reported that the new curriculum would be presented and Mr. Legendre and Mrs. Royer would answer any questions regarding the curriculum. She also reported that our preschool application had been submitted. The State is coming tomorrow to look at the classroom where the Pre-K would be held. The summer has been very busy moving classrooms room 201 moved to 104 and Kindergarten moved to 201. Our summer academy was very well attended. On August 16, 2022 there will be a K,1,2 supply drop off. Also the yearbooks will be distributed, which were donated by Garrick Slavick.

Also the 6th grade Pasta Dinner Breakfast will be on August 5 and the students will paint the wall they are known as the Pirates. The pasta dinner will be on November 3, 2022.

Mr. Rehm reported on the Playground Project, which is getting done. Mr. Rehm also reported that we would be doing a shared service with Lavallette for Spanish. Mrs. Royer has been interviewing special education positions. Mr. Rehm also reported that he met with Mayor Doyle to discuss the crossing guards and SRO. The mayor stated crossing guards are not needed as we have our police department at the corners 95% of the time. They also discussed 2 options for a possible shared service for a Class 2 Officer at a rate of $18 per hour. A Class 3  officer $25-30 per hour. This will be discussed further and the mayor would be looking for this to transpire in January 2023. The school is very secure. Mr. Rehm also stated that Doug and Nick are working hard on cleaning the building.
