BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board hereby finds the Student does not reside within Island Heights;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby finds that the Student is ineligible to receive a free public education in the Island Heights School District pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:38-1 and N.J.A.C. 6A:22, based on residency requirements.
