WHEREAS, the Board of Education has had the opportunity to review the Superintendent’s recommendations with respect to the allegation of HIB and subsequent investigation.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board hereby affirms the Superintendent’s decision in HIB Case No. 2023- for the reasons set forth in the Investigation and directs the Board Secretary/ School Business Administrator to transmit a copy of the Board’s decision to the affected students’ parents forthwith.
