Mr. Rehm reported the custodians have been hard at work all summer. Mr. Rehm discussed the Restart and Recovery Plan for Fall 2020. We have followed the guidelines from Governor Murphy. Our committee consisted of 2 board members, 2 parents, superintendent, board secretary, nurse, guidance counselor, curriculum coach, IHTA and LDTC. We did a survey of the parents 86% responded and it was only 4 parents who did not respond. We are going with the am/pm schedule Mondays and Tuesdays ELA and Math. Wednesdays are all the specials and Thursday and Fridays ELA and Math. Science and Social Studies will be virtual.
Childcare will be offered to the students. Students will be charged $20 per day. 
Mr. Rehm explained the Restart Plan. The committee develops a plan, county superintendent approves it, then Department of Education approves it. He reported it’s a good plan under safe conditions. There will be no mixing with other students.  Our largest group will be 12 students.
