Finance Committee – Mr. MacNeal reported the finance committee met on February 12, 2019 at 4:00 p.m. The items discussed included the 2019-20 budget. He also discussed the district received less state aid and there would be an increase in tax rate.  Mr. MacNeal stated the Administration did a good job on preparing the budget and the out of district placement costs need to be reimbursed by State. Mr. Frazee added the ratable increased by 20 million and Central Regional will be decreasing 1 ½ cents. Mr. Frazee also wanted to credit Mr. Rehm and the Board on a job well done. Mr. Rehm added 1 cent on $100 is approximately $33 and thanked Mr. Frazee for a great job on this year’s budget.
Mr. Rehm discussed the weeklong celebration of Read Across America. Board Members came into the classes and read to the students. These members were Bob King, Bob MacNeal and Brooke Smith. Thank you board members.

WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 6A:23B-1.1 et seq. requires Board members to receive approval of these expenses by a majority of the full voting membership of the Board and staff members to receive prior approval of these expenses by the Superintendent of Schools and a majority of the full voting membership of the Board; and

WHEREAS, a Board of Education may establish, for regular district business travel only, an annual school year threshold of $1000.00 per staff member where prior Board approval shall not be required unless this annual threshold for a staff member is exceeded in a given school year (July 1 through June 30); and
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WHEREAS, travel and related expenses not in compliance with N.J.A.C. 6A:23B-1.1 et seq., but deemed by the Board of Education to be necessary and unavoidable as noted on the approved Board of Education Out of District Travel and Reimbursement Forms; now
