Mr. Rehm explained that we will change the date of our professional development from March 20, 2020 to March 16, 2020 to prepare for virtual learning. We will have a staff meeting to discuss the Emergency Plan which each district is required to do and will be submitted to the county office tomorrow. The staff will review google classroom and any other needs so we can deliver instruction to students. Chrome Books will be sent home with students who are in need. This is a new venture for all of us and we will get through it together.

WHEREAS, a Board of Education may establish, for regular district business travel only, an annual school year threshold of $1000.00 per staff member where prior Board approval shall not be required unless this annual threshold for a staff member is exceeded in a given school year (July 1 through June 30); and

WHEREAS, travel and related expenses not in compliance with N.J.A.C. 6A:23B-1.1 et seq., but deemed by the Board of Education to be necessary and unavoidable as noted on the approved Board of Education Out of District Travel and Reimbursement Forms; now
